
RESOLUTION # 2011 - 583 
 

A Resolution of the Council of the City of Waitsburg establishing:  hourly wage 

rates for staff of the swimming pool, swimming pool pass and rental rates, and 

hours of operation for the 2011 summer pool season. 
 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Waitsburg, that: 
 

Section 1: 
Swimming pool and seasonal staff hired by the City are temporary employees and are not 
eligible for benefits for health insurance coverage, retirement benefits, vacation pay, or 
similar benefits awarded to full-time employees and will be compensated at an hourly 
rate as follows: 
 Position Wage* 
  Lifeguard $9.00/hour 
 
*Returning pool staff are eligible for a $.25 per hour wage increase per year.  
 
Section 2: 
Swimming pool pass and rental rates are as follows: 
 
   Type          Rate 
  Day/Night Pass    $1.50/Day 
  Family Pass*      $75/Season 
  Individual Pass    $40/Season 
  Swimming Lessons (if applicable)  $35/Session 
  Swimming Pool Rental   $50/Hour 
 
*Family passes are limited to a family of five (5). Additional members can be added at 
$10.00/person. 
 
Lessons for the 2011 Season will be held four days a week from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., 
with two sessions consisting of two weeks per session. The City intends to provide this 
service free of charge to Waitsburg youth through a local citizen established endowment. 
Depending on the number of children participating, and the amount of money available 
from the endowment, the City may only be able to provide one session free of charge. If 
funds from the endowment will not cover a second session, swimming lessons will still 
be offered, but at the rate listed above. 
 
Swimming pool rental must be approved by the Swimming Pool Manager at City Hall in 
advance to determine availability of staff and length of rental.  All rentals will have a 
maximum allowable rental length of four hours.  Those renting the pool must comply 
with the requirements and rules established by the Swimming Pool Manager at City Hall. 
 
 
 



Section 3: 
Although subject to change, 2011 pool season open swim schedules are listed below, and 
do not include hours when swimming lessons are being taught.  The times when the pool 
is closed may be available for rental at the hourly rate specified in Section 2.  
 Monday – Friday 1 p.m. – 5 p.m. 6 p.m. – 8 p.m. 
 Saturday Closed Closed 
 Sunday Closed Closed 
 
Aquacise/lap swim is to be held three days a week from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 p.m., and 
from 5:00-6:00 p.m. five days a week, and is on a temporary basis for the first two weeks. 
Continuation of the program will be based on attendance and cost feasibility.  
 
Use of the pool for any other activity during other hours will be subject to an hourly 
rental as set forth in section 2.  
 
Section 4: 
The City of Waitsburg hereby continues the following pool heat temperatures as 
established by Resolution 2009-545. The average pool temperature should not exceed 80 
degrees nor drop below 78 degrees. The solar blanket must be on the pool whenever the 
pool is not in use.
